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SIic—c)  SICO CAM-LOCK PORTABLE FLOOR

TO ASSEMBLE FLOOR PANELS

1. Place one row of panels (A,B,C,D...) on the floor, with their tongues pointing in the same
direction.

2. push panel B into panel A so they are tight together and perfectly aligned. Use the supplied
T-type hex wrench to firmly tighten the cam-lock that locks the panels together. Rotate
approximately 180° clock-wise to lock the panels together.

. In the same way, install the remaining panels in the first row. keep all panels carefully aligned
and tight together.

. Place the second row of panels (H,|,J,K...) close to the first. push panel K (near the center of
the row already assembled) into the panel D and tighten the cam-lock. Panel K and D must be
tight together and aligned.

. Build the second row outward in both directions, then repeat for each additional row.

IMPORTANT: Four panels should always form a perfect cross.

TO ATTACH EDGE TRIM

Attach groove trim sections to the tongue floor panels. Lock together with the cam-lock located
in the groove trim section. Attach tongue trim sections to the groove floor panels. Lock together
with the cam-lock located in the groove floor panels.

Make certain clips in comers of the edge trim are inserted into slots of adjacent corners.

TO DISASSEMBLE THE FLOOR

Using supplied hex wrench, release all cam-locks by rotating counter-clockwise. To avoid
damaging the cam locks or the aluminium edges, do not attempt to seperate panels untii cam-
locks are released.

TO STORE PANELS

« Insert the edge trim strips vertically (square ends down) into the storage rack on the rear of the
Sico Caddy. Secure the trim by sliding the trim-lock against the trim pieces.
+ Starting at the rear of the caddy, place the panels on the Caddy one at a time with the tongue

edge down.

* When all the panels have been placed on the caddy, secure them by sliding the panel-lock
against the face of the front panel.

+ Store the hex wrench in one of the holes to the rear of the panel-lock.
